Target Audience:  The disciplines of course participants vary.  Medical personnel including physicians, nurses, physician assistants, medics, corpsmen and medical supervisors are appropriate candidates.  Commanders and Public Affairs Officers are welcome to attend and individuals identified by their command requiring this type of training are also appropriate candidates.  

Course Description:  The training is highly specialized, information intensive and performance-oriented. It includes a clinical orientation, communications training, program-policy review, question and answer sessions, as well as other training sessions that provide a solid foundation for prospective spokespersons.  

Mission and Objectives:  The mission of MILVAX Immunization Leaders Course is to train personnel to represent DoD and/or the Services by performing a variety of information-related tasks regarding the Anthrax Vaccine Immunization Program (AVIP) and Smallpox Vaccine Program (SVP).  Major training objectives include:

· Ensure consistency of informational materials in all training conducted

· Provide informational and educational materials to assist with building individual reference libraries

· Assist each spokesperson with developing personalized delivery techniques for approved DoD AVIP and SVP messages 

· Provide the most current status of the DoD AVIP and SVP
